Allergies (Nut Aware School

This year our school has several students who
have severe anaphylactic reactions to peanuts
and nuts. We all need to be aware that
peanuts, peanut butter, almonds, ground nuts
and products which have peanut butter,
peanuts, or other nuts in them can be fatal for
some of our students.

These students do not have to eat a peanut or
nut product to have a reaction. If someone
nearby has a peanut or nut product and
touches a student, this can cause an
anaphylactic shock. We ask that you not send
or bring any of these products to school.
